MEETING MINUTES
Monday, August 4, 2014

Chair Kevin Guimond called the Maine Fire Protection Services Commission to order at 10:00am in Florian Hall, Maine Department of Public Safety Building, 45 Commerce Drive, Augusta, Maine. Members attending today’s meeting included John Arsenault, Chief Dan Brooks, Stephan Bunker, Bruce Fitzgerald, Gerry Gay, Steven Greeley, Ron Green, William Guindon, Alan Hammond, Representative Michel Lajoie, Geoffrey Maker, Alex McPhedran, Harty Norris, Vicki Schmidt, Chief Joseph Thomas, and Representative Wayne Werts and Susan Pinette (staff). Members absent were Jay Bradshaw, Senator David Burns, Representative Dean Cray, Senator David Dutremble, and Charles Soltan. Jeffrey Cammack, Legislative Liaison of the Maine Fire Chiefs’ Association and  William Vickerson, Counsel for the Maine State Federation of Fire Fighters, attended as guests of the Fire Commission. 
A motion by Alex McPhedran, seconded by John Arsenault, to accept the meeting minutes of June 8, 2014 as amended. The motion passed unanimously. The revised minutes on page 2, under New Business, second paragraph, will now read “Members also agreed to discuss submitting LOSAP…..in the 127th Legislature.”

Committee Reports
	The 2015 Spring Joint Conference Committee reported that preparations for the 2015 Joint Conference at the Grand Summit Convention Center at Sunday River are progressing.  The Committee announced that Dr. David Griffin will be the keynote speaker. Dr. Griffin has a Doctorate of Education in Organizational Leadership and Development and has helped reform firefighter training. Dr. Griffin was a member of the Charleston Fire Department in 2007 and responded to the tragic Sofa Super Store fire that claimed the lives of nine firefighters. Following the 2007 tragedy that changed his life, Dr. Griffin now talks to firefighters worldwide about “Survivor’s Guilt” and has dedicated his life to preventing similar tragedies.
	The Best Practices Committee did not report any new submissions but continued to encourage members to submit candidates to the Committee.

New Business
	Fire Commission members discussed the upcoming 127th Legislation session and potential topics concerning Maine’s fire service. Members also discussed topics that the Fire Commission might consider sponsoring in the next legislative session. Members reported on their outreach results to various groups including fire service organizations and departments, municipal organizations, and local and state leaders. The following is a list of topics (in alphabetical order) that was meant for discussion only and is not final.

Later this fall, members will decide on their final plans for 2015 which include sponsoring the Maine Emergency First Responder Day at the State House and hosting the annual Legislative Breakfast. The Legislative Breakfast is scheduled for Thursday, February 5, 2015 at the Senator Inn.
