B. Administrative Rules Committee:  Vice-chair Amy Berry

Vice-chair Berry asked, at the request of Director Rogers, the Board to vote on a change to Specification S-37, the Physical Fitness Assessment Protocol Testing (handout).  The change would allow corrections officers to be certified testers. The change will be to #1 to add certified corrections officers for the certification effective today’s date.  In earlier business this change would allow #16, Corey Hyson, to become certified in the physical fitness assessment certification.

C. Law Enforcement Training Committee:  Ms. Linda Smithers

The Law Enforcement Training Committee will meet following the Board meeting today. Ms. Smithers discussed issuing a waiver of the Law Enforcement Training Program for person who has completed a similar program through Tim Peabody, a professor at Unity College.  Mr. Peabody presents a 400-hour course regarding seasonal law enforcement   Ms. Smithers asked Vice–chair Amy Berry to report on the committee’s last meeting as she filled in for Ms. Smithers who was not in attendance.  Vice-chair Berry reported on the final certification exam for the BLETP in December of 2011.  She stated a new certification exam has been devised and a decision will be made regarding the exam for the upcoming class.   There will be a report at the next meeting.

D. Corrections Training Committee:  Director Gary LaPlante

Dir. LaPlante stated the committee met on February 23 and will be meeting with Kate Faragher to review more lesson plans.   Dir. LaPlante said there are 5 classes pending at this time and Dave Tyrol will be reviewing them.  Corrections facilities are hoping to increase self defense training hours for correctional officers.    The Committee will meet next on March 29, 2012.

Dir. LaPlante said the committee has 3 lesson plans for review and the committee’s goal is to complete all lesson plans this year.

E. Policy Standards Committee:  Chief Bradley Paul

Chief Paul stated the committee will conduct an annual review of policy standards between now and the May meeting.  

Item Seven on the Agenda:  Report from Board Chairman

Chairman MacMaster reported that he continues to assist the Complaint Committee with staffing issues, and has also spent a considerable amount of time with the Board’s new legal counsel on matters regarding decertification.

Item Eight on the Agenda:  

Report from the Director

1. General Items: 

· Kate Faragher Houghton and the MCJA Staff are still working through the criminal law blocks and other topics in the BLETP to write the lesson plans and update the curriculum.  These meeting are going on regularly.  

· On March 1, 2012, Olivia Loiko was hired as the Office Associate II to replace Matthew Lee.  Olivia comes to us from Veterans Affairs and this is a promotion for her.  She was an Office Assistant II for them.  She is married and a mother of 2 and her husband works for SBI.

· Board Member Linda Smithers received 2011 Maine Chiefs award for “Outstanding Contribution to Law Enforcement by a Citizen” at their winter meeting in February.  (See memo in packet). 

· In 2011, MCJA had 16,263 hours of donated instructor time for all MCJA classes taught at MCJA or regionally.  This includes the BLETP, BCOR, LEPS and In-service training.  I awarded 109 agencies “Certificates of Appreciation” for donating any hours of instruction.  I also awarded 180 individuals “Certificates of Appreciation" who taught over 25 hours of instruction in any of these courses.  (See memo in packet)

· On February 9, 2012, I presented information to the Criminal Justice Committee on LD 1707 to kill a bill that would required a mandatory policy and mandatory training on gangs.  The bill was unanimously voted ONTP.  Today the Board will officially adopt the Gang course for the 2012 mandatory training.

· On 3/9/2012, I presented information to the Criminal justice Committee of the Legislature to support a mandatory standard for LE agencies on evidence-based risk assessment in DV cases and a mandatory training on this topic for 2014.  The bill was unanimously voted OTP.

2.  Basis Law Enforcement Training Program (BLETP):

· The 22nd BLETP started on January 17, 2012 and will end on May 18, 2012.  The class started with 43 Cadets.  We have lost 2 male Cadets both for personal reasons.  One was from UMO PD and the other from Bangor PD.  This was also the first class I required the Cadre to come in at the 50% percentile on the PFT test.

· I included in the Board packet the demographic breakdown of the 22nd BLETP to include 2 females.  We have 5 tuition students (2 from Thomas, 2 from Husson and 1 sponsored by the VA.  Almost ½ the class had no experience.  (See memo in packet)

3. MCJA Budget Issues:   
· At this point, the $600K increase in General Fund and $600K decrease in the Special Revenue Fund was put in the Supplemental Budget by Governor LePage.  We are now waiting for the Legislative process to take place.

· The new use of Force simulator has arrived from Meggitt Training Systems, Inc. will be installed on 3/27/2012 with the Staff and Cadre being trained as instructors on 3/28/2012 and 3/29/2012.  

4. Other Issues:

1. Eric Parker has still been working very hard on getting the new Informa records management system up and running.  The data was transferred last month and we will be running dual systems for the next few weeks to get all the bugs out.  We are finding out that there are many little issues, but Informa is very good to work with to fix these issues.

2. I had to suspend the K-9 Team Certifications of 17 K-9 teams due to the officer or K-9 retiring, the K-9 being deceased or the officer being reassigned.  (See memo in packet)

3. I had to suspend the 5 Crash Reconstruction Certifications who have been reassigned and 1 Crash Reconstruction Certification who did not meet the annual standards.  (See handout)

4. The annual reports are all in.  Eric has worked very hard to log them all in.  Out of the 170 law enforcement agencies 31 were late (18.24%) and out of the 23 corrections agencies 5 were late (21.74%).  The Town of Albion, Town of Warren and the Northport Village Corporation have given up their police department.

5. As of today there are several law enforcement and corrections officers who did not complete the 2011 mandatory training.  There were 66 people who have valid reason: 20 on Military Leave, 8 of Administrative Leave, 25 on Disability Leave and 13 of Family Medical Leave Act.  There are also 32 law enforcement and corrections officers who completed the 2011 mandatory training after December 31, 2011.  

6. As of today, the following 13 people have no valid reason for non-completion of their mandatory training, so I’m recommending to the Board that these officers have their certifications revoked for non-compliance of the mandatory training.  They are:
