Ms. Smithers stated the committee met following the March 2013 Board meeting.  Ms. Linda Smithers 
reported on the existing Basic Law Enforcement Training Program evaluation process.  The committee is
considering mailing a survey one year post BLETP graduation for evaluation.  They are currently looking
at formats.  The committee will meet today following the Board meeting.

D.  Corrections Training Committee:  Director Gary Laplante 
Director Gary LaPlante gave a report on the progress of BCOR lesson plans.  He is hopeful that the
committee will reach its goal of the end of June 2013 to have completed Corrections lesson plans.  There
are seven lesson plans remaining for completion.  Four of them should be complete at the end of May
which will leave three remaining to be completed in June.  These are: Unarmed Self Defense,
Interpersonal Communication and an additional one.  The Unarmed Self-Defense one will be requiring
more time to add Situational Use of Force.  
          E. Policy Standards Committee:  Chief Bradley Paul- Vice-Chair

Vice Chair Bradley Paul said the committee will meet soon to address the legislative changes for public 

notification regarding persons required to register under Chapter 34-A, Chapter 15 and Chapter 17.
Item Seven on the Agenda:  Report from the Board Chair:  Chair Amy J. Berry 
Chair Berry met with the Complaint Committee to work out administrative details and possible changes in Board Policy #4

Chair Berry spoke with Michael Gray regarding the situation with his daughter as he outlined in the letter handout and gave him suggestions on how to proceed – through Town Manager and Town Council because the Board certifies individual officers and not agencies. She indicated Mr. Gray was grateful for the time and the contact information.
Colonel Wilkinson requested that the Board Chair or Director Rogers send Mr. Gray a letter acknowledging the discussion of his issues with Pittsfield PD, with copies sent to the Town Manager, the Town Council, and Somerset County District Attorney. 

Chair Berry talked about the LD regarding drones, which is still in the legislative process.  If it passes, it may be coming to the Board to establish policy standards.
Item Eight on the Agenda:  Report from the Director:  Director John B. Rogers
1. General Items: 

· Regarding LD140, “An Act to Create a Permanent Wabanaki Law Enforcement Seat on the MCJA Board of Trustees.”  Chief Berry and I testified in opposition at the Public Hearing and after a work session, it came out of committee as an OTP as a divided report.  Sen. Gerzofsky, Chair of the Criminal Justice Committee then killed it on the floor of the Senate. 
· Regarding LD297, “An Act to Require Forest Rangers to be Trained In Order to Allow them to Carry Firearms.”   This bill went before the CJ Committee.  The Administration was opposed the LD, but I was called to the work session to answer questions about the potential training Forest Rangers in the use of firearms.  The bill was voted OTP out of the CJ committee, but I suspect the fiscal note will kill the bill if it gets by the House and Senate. 
· Regarding LD 1432,”An Act to Revise the Laws of the Maine Criminal Justice Academy.”   I testified in favor of it at the Public Hearing and it passed out of Committee unanimously OTP.  I suspect it will go under the hammer in both the House and the Senate and be enacted in law as originally proposed.  This will give the Board a better due process procedure, similar to that of the Medical Review Board, change many definitions, and require the Board now to certify all Corrections Officers, Forest Rangers, Probations Officers and Park Rangers.  It will also require that all P/T Corrections Officers be trained in the Basic Corrections Training Program.  It will give the Board the power to go through rule-making, issue subpoenas, accept gifts on behalf of the Academy and grant extensions to P/T officers in order to attend basic training. 
· Regarding LD 236, “An Act to Protect Citizens from Unmanned Aerial Vehicles Use (Drones).”  DPS opposed the bill because it was very unfriendly to law enforcement, especially when it could be used by tactical teams, and lost person searches.  AG Janet Mills proposed an amendment that came out of committee 7-6 OTP-A that would require a moratorium their use for a year and that the MCJA Board of Trustees, with citizen input, would develop standards for the use of this surveillance tool.  This is a national movement from the ACLU and occurring in all 50 states.

· Since the last Board meeting we have 33 corrections officers graduate from 2 Basic Corrections Training Program here at MCJA, one put on by MCJA and one put on by DOC.  

· We also have had 1 Phase 2 Law Enforcement Preservice course held here at MCJA with 18 students graduating.  

· Olivia Loiko, one of the Office Associate II positions resigned to take a job in the private sector for a lot more money.  We have posted the job opening, interviewed and given a conditional offer to a person who works in another part of DPS.  I suspect she will be on board in the next few weeks.

· Eric and I have completed the 2012 annual report for the Board.  The required number of copies was dropped off at the Criminal Justice and Public Safety Committee, as well as the State Library.  The report is also on the MCJAJ webpage.  (see handout)
2.  Basic Law Enforcement Training Program (BLETP):

· The 24th BLETP started on January 22, 2013 and will end on May 24, 2013.  The class started with 43 Cadets and I suspect that 42 will graduate.  We have 5 tuition students and 4 have already been picked up by law enforcement agencies. 
· Chief Judge of the Maine District Court, Charles Laverdiere will be the keynote speaker.  You are all invited to attend the graduation.  If you want to come, please let me know and I will have reserve seating.  (see handout)
· For the 25th BLETP, which starts on August 19, 2013, we have 71 names and/or John Does on the list.  We have 4 potential tuition candidates with those interviewed on 5/29/2013.  I have confirmed 4 Cadre to date:  Sgt. Joseph Mills and  Sgt. Scott Hamilton, Maine State Police; Warden  Bruce Loring, Maine Warden Service; and Officer Rebecca Towne, Westbrook PD who will be returning.  I’m working on 2 other potential veteran Cadre to return for the next class.    

3. MCJA Budget Issues:   
· At this point, the $500K increase in General Fund and $500K decrease in the Special Revenue Fund has been approved by the Governor LePage and is in the FY 14/15 budget bill.  We have had a public hearing in both the Criminal Justice Committee and the Appropriations Committee, but we are still waiting for the work session in Appropriations Committee.

· I will be entering into an MOU agreement with DOC as they will be using one of our offices and a classroom on a permanent basis to do all DOC training here at MCJA.  I suspect this will bring in about $9,500 in revenue.

4. Other Issues:

· After the last Board meeting, I wrote a letter to AG Janet Mills asking for a legal opinion on how to deal with the P/T law enforcement and corrections officers who worked over 1040 hours and they not going to their respective basic F/T training.  AAG Dennis Smith and I worked out some language to deal with this problem which was included in LD 1432, which was reported on earlier.  I have not officially heard back from AG Mills, but we think the fix is in, which will require the Board to grant an extensions in “extenuating circumstances” to these P/T officers, very similar to what you already do for full time officers.  The LD will also allow for sanctions of civil penalties and decertification for not being compliant with the mandatory training statute.  (See attached letter)
· During this past 2 months, I have co-taught the Domestic Violence Training Program in the BLETP, as well as the Cultural Diversity/Bias-Based Policing Mandatory Training in York, Maine.  I also taught 3 classes for about a day and a half in the New Chiefs/Sheriffs Seminar to the 14 new #1 and #2’s around the state.  My topics were on policies and all Academy requirements.

· I have been working with the Mane Chiefs Policy Committee, AAG Paul Rucha and SBI Director Matt Ruel to rewrite the Community Sex Offender Notification Policy because of the enactment of SORNA of 2013.  It is 99% done.  I will forward the updated policy to Chief Brad Paul, so his Board Subcommittee can write the new standards for this Board mandated policy. 

· For all of my 10 years here and many more prior to that, my staff has brought to you many thousands of certification, waiver and extension requests for your official approval by vote.  In fact, today there were 48 presented to you.  I’m not sure why some certifications are brought to you and some are not.  For example, we do not bring anyone to the Board for your approval vote that completes the BLETP, BCOR or LEPS, or even any re-certifications.  I also authorize provisional certifications pending the completion of basic training requirements or recertification requirements.   I can only assume that sometime long ago, the Board voted to give the authority to the Director to issue the certification after the officer has met the entire requirement spelled out in the specific Board Specifications for some Specifications and some not.  

· I would like to propose that you allow me to report to the Board in a handout at each Board meeting a list of all Board certifications that I give out just as an FYI in the Directors report.  This could speed up the Board meetings and save the academy time and money in photocopy costs.  This would be a similar report like I give you for the suspension of certifications at the March Board meeting for K-9 Handlers, Traffic Reconstructionists and Firearms Instructors.  The handout could be entered in the Board record as an FYI and included in the minutes of the meeting.  The exception to this would be BLETP, BCOR and LEPS extensions, BLETP and BCOR waivers, course certifications and executive certification.

· I have provided you a copy of a letter from Michael Gray regarding Pittsfield PD.  (see handout)
