Specification S-30
The following, requirements are specified for the re-certification of  law enforcement officers who have not been employed in the State of Maine as a law enforcement officer for a period of more than two years and who has been previously certified by the Maine Criminal Justice Academy as a law enforcement officer.

Requirements:
1. Has been employed as a law enforcement officer.

2. Has successfully met all requirements for entry into the Law Enforcement Pre-Service School.

3. Must successfully complete the Law Enforcement Re-Certification Course as approved by the Board of Trustees.

4. Must Successfully pass the Law Enforcement Pre-Service Examinations.

5. In the case of an individual seeking re-certification as a full-time law enforcement officer, must successfully pass the Law Enforcement Officer’s Certification Examination.

Procedures:
1.
The officer will apply on approved forms submitted with required documentation to the Academy Director.

2.
The Director, on behalf of the Board, may issue a Certificate of Provisional 
Certification to be valid for a period not to exceed one year.  During this 
provisional period, the Director, on behalf of the Board, will review the officer’s 
application and supporting documentation.

3.
If the officer meets all requirements set forth in this Board of Trustees’ 
Specification, a certificate of eligibility will be issued.
