Specification S-33

The following requirements are specified for the certification of a transport officer.  A transport officer is defined as “a person responsible for transferring or conveying from one place to another, individuals who are confined in a penal institution pursuant to an order of a court or as a result of an arrest.”
This special certification empowers personnel to perform prisoner transport and related duties only; no general law enforcement authority outside this limited scope of duty is intended or granted.

The Board of Trustees is authorized to set re-certification standards.

Requirements:

Hiring Agency must submit the Notice of Employment form to the Academy.

Applicants must meet the entrance standards as outlined in Chapter 3 Paragraph 2 of the Maine Criminal Justice Academy’s Administrative Rules.

3.
Must successfully complete the Law Enforcement Pre-Service program standards.
