PART – TIME CORRECTIONS OFFICER
Specification S-3B

The following requirements are specified for the certification of a part time corrections officer.  A part time corrections officer is defined as “a person who is employed as a corrections officer with a reasonable expectation of working no more than 1,040 hours in any one calendar year for performing corrections officer duties.”

The Board of Trustees is authorized to set re-certification standards.

Requirements:

1.
Hiring Agency must submit the Notice of Employment form to the Academy.

2.
Applicants must meet the entrance standards as outlined in Chapter 3 Paragraph 1 of the Maine Criminal Justice Academy’s Administrative Rules.

3.
Must have successfully completed Level A (Pre-Assignment) and Level B (Pre-Basic) 
training as prescribed by the Board. Documentation submitted by the hiring 
agency on Level A and B training shall be completed and submitted to the Academy.
