Winthrop, July 23, 2009 - Roy E. McKinney, Director of the Maine Drug Enforcement Agency, and Lowell Woodman Jr., Special Agent Supervisor of the MDEA’s South Central Regional Task Force Office serving Kennebec and Somerset Counties, announced the arrest of Lawrence Cook 46 of Winthrop.  Cook was arrested after agents secured a search warrant for his residence on Rte. 133 and located a psilocybin mushroom grow operation.  Agents seized psilocybin mushrooms, Lysergic acid diethylamide (LSD) and assorted paraphernalia.  Cook was not at home at the time of the execution of the search warrant, however his 2 juvenile children were present.  


Cook was arrested at District Court in Augusta where he was present for an unrelated charge.  His is charged with Aggravated trafficking Schedule “X” drugs.  He was taken to the Kennebec County Jail and held on $5000 cash bail.  This search and arrest was the culmination of a several month long investigation involving the Maine Drug Enforcement Agency, Winthrop Police Department and the Waterville Police Department.  More arrests are expected.
