Purpose: The Summary of Performance (SOP) is required under the reauthorization of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act 34 CFR 300.305(e)(3) and must be completed on this form and format.  The Summary of Performance is important to assist the students graduating from high school to higher education, training and/or employment.  The SOP is needed for students graduating with a standard diploma and for students who have exceeded the age of eligibility (age 20) for special education services.  These recommendations should not imply that any individual who qualified for special education in high school will automatically qualify for Section 504 services in a postsecondary education or an employment setting. Section I: Summary of Academic Achievement

The following is a summary of the student’s academic achievement. Peter has met all graduation requirements and will receive his regular education high school diploma on 6/11/2007. Peter achieved a 78.6 GPA, and either met or exceeded the established standards in each of the content area classes.   Peter received specially designed instruction in reading and written language and met the goals set forth in his IEP in these areas.  

Peter is a young man with high functioning Aspberger's Syndrome.  His word reading skills are above age expectancy, however, reading comprehension skills are about 5 years below grade level.  Peter has completed Algebra 1 successfully, has good computation skills, but is less skilled at math reasoning.  Abstract thinking and writing are very difficult for Peter, and when faced with these tasks, he required direct support and guidance in order to complete them. 

Peter participated in both PSAT's and SAT's with accommodations that included:  extended time, 1:1 administration, tests read and directions clarified, frequent breaks.  Peter achieved at the level of “partially meets” for all components of these assessments.   
Section II: Summary of Functional Performance

The following information is a summary of the student’s functional performance, i.e., life/community access skills and vocational skills, essential accommodations/modifications and/or assistive technology that may have been utilized in accessing the high school environment.
Peter has attained a driver's license and is currently employed within the community.  He has maintained his own bank account, and with the money earned he has purchased a computer, a car, and a motorcycle. Peter has good computer knowledge and is able to navigate programs easily.  Peter volunteered as a peer pal in the elementary school this year with the PE teacher.  He enjoyed this opportunity, the students appreciated his presence and Peter learned much about dealing with younger children.  Peter was prompt and took this position seriously.  He developed interpersonal skills and employment skills via this experience.   Peter benefits from a job that has specific structure and tasks assigned to it, and when he knows what to do, will complete the tasks with minimal guidance and/or support.  Peter has the requisite skills to be able to independently access the community within which he resides.  He participates independently in school related activities and attends school and community functions without any assistance.  Peter participated in the job development program at the school, and has secured a part-time job as a result. Peter does not transition well to change and benefits from knowledge of changes in program, task, and schedules ahead of time.   
Section III: Recommendations to Assist the Student in Meeting Postsecondary Goals

The following are suggestions for accommodations to enhance access to the following post-high school environments. 

Education:
Peter does not plan to further his education at this time.  He is planning to work full-time at his current place of employment.  Should Peter decide to further his education, the following accommodations are suggested:

*  extended time for written language

*  use of technology to complete projects/assignments

*  clarification of directions and understanding

*  specific outline of expectations, deadlines, and tasks

*  access for the writing lab/ assistance

*  reading comprehension is weak, he may require additional support in this area

*  materials presented in a concrete, sequential manner.
Employment:
Peter will be employed full-time at his current place of employment.  He is a hard worker.  He benefits from clear expectations and direction.  Peter has difficulty problem solving and should be provided with support in positions that require this task. He is task centered.  His literal thinking and approach to task should be considered when new tasks or demands are expected. Peter understands the expectations for employers and for completing a job. He does not, however, tolerate behaviors of others who may not have the same work ethic as he does.  This may create anxiety for him, at which point his work productivity may be compromised until he is able to work though this conflict.
Training:
For Peter, it is important to provide training in small increments with opportunities for him to practice and troubleshoot.  This will prevent the feeling of being overwhelmed, which in turn, for Peter, manifests itself as a lack of productivity.  Peter functions best in a work environment that is stable and predictable.  If change is pending, he benefits from having time to process that change prior to it being implemented.  
Independent Living Skills (Optional)
Peter will be able to live independently.  He is very generous, and does not read social cues well, therefore, may be taken advantage of, particularly financially.  He is very trusting and may be coerced into participating in or doing something he might not ordinarily do.  He has good self-care skills.
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
