Introduction

When the Maine State Leqgislature adopted the initial Learrning Reswits in 1996, it established learning standards for all Maine
students educated at public expense. The legislation also reguired a new system for assessing student progress resulting in the
MeCAS program. The Maine Educational Assessment (MEA) fulfilled this regquirement for many years, In 2009, Maine joined MNew
Hampshire, Yermont and Rhode Island as a member of the Mew England Common &ssessment Program (MECAP) to assess reading,
wiiting, and mathematics in grades 3-8,

The Comprehensive Assessment System is designed to serve three purposes:

« inform and guide teaching and learming;
« monitor and hold educational units accountable to achieving Maine’s learning standards; and
 certify achievement of Maine's learning standards as articulated in Chapter 131 legislatian.

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Maine Definition of Persistently Lowest achieving schools:

Maine defines “persistently lowest-achieving schools” as those schools
ranking the lowest, based on a three year average of proficiency in
Reading and Math combined from 2007-2009, and also demonstrating a
level of progress less than the median rate of progress of all schools ranked.
The level of progress is determined by calculating the change in the yearly
averages for proficiency in Reading and Math from 2007 to 2008, 2008 to
2009. This definition will be used to generate a list of schools identified as
Tier 1 or Tier 11 schools eligible for school improvement funding through
the Title I School Improvement Grants (SIG) program authorized by
section 1003(g) of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965
(ESEA). Schools will be considered for eligibility under two categories,
designated as Tier | and Tier Il as follows;



Tier | schools are defined as any Title I school in improvement, corrective
action, or restructuring that —
Is among the lowest-achieving five percent of Title | schools in improvement,
corrective action, or restructuring or the lowest-achieving five Title |

schools in improvement, corrective action, or restructuring in the State,
whichever number of schools is greater; or

Is a high school that has had a graduation rate as defined in 34 C.F.R. § 200.19(b)
that is less than 60 percent over a number of years;

Tier 11 schools are defined as any secondary school that is eligible for, but
does not receive, Title | funds that —
Is among the lowest-achieving five percent of secondary schools or the lowest-

achieving five secondary schools in the State that are eligible for, but do not
receive, Title | funds, whichever number of schools is greater; or

Is a high school that has had a graduation rate as defined in 34 C.F.R. § 200.19(b)
that is less than 60 percent over a number of years.



It should be noted that graduation rates, based on Maine’s transition rate as defined in
34 C.F.R. § 200.19(b), have been reviewed and there are currently no secondary
schools having a graduation rate less than 60% over a number of years.
