Mitigating Circumstances: The Licensee has been licensed for 17 years with no other
disciplinary action; had sufficient training to renew his EMT-P license at the time of license
expiration; self-reported to Maine EMS; and was cooperative, remorseful, and accepted
responsibility.
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MOTION: To recommend that the Board resolve case # 11-042 by offering the licensee a
Letter of Guidance to remain in the Licensee’s file for three years. The Committee finds that
there is sufficient evidence to support a finding that the Licensee violated Chapter 11 § (1)(30),
Providing treatment at a level for which a person is not licensed or for which a service is not
licensed or permitted. The Committee recommends, however, that the Board find that the
violation does not rise to a level warranting disciplinary action due to the mitigating
circumstances. ( Beals; second by Knowlton) Unanimous.
