M. Scholl presented a list of questions that arose from the off line final review of the protocols 

by the regional medical directors.  Most of the questions were for clarification and 

housekeeping issues.   The following changes were noted : 

 

1. To add to the adult and pediatric airway “the use of capnography for prolonged use of 

a Bag Value Mask”. 

2. Pressure bags needed for all IO’s used for fluid replacement. 

3. Add IN Fentanyl as an administration route. 

4. Under the Glasgow Coma Scale, remove the definition but leave the chart. 

5. Allow the use of Fentanyl for all pain except head injury without medical control. 

6. Contact medical control for repeat doses of Epi or initial Epi IV (with a drip pump only).
