53 Communities throughout the country have found that feeding the growing demand for outdoor
recreation opportunities is a great way to get people without the same access to those
opportunities to town, and to get them to bring their wallets. At the same time, greater outdoor
recreation opportunities can benefit local communities by increasing the quality of life for locals
who can take advantage of those opportunities, increasing the likelihood that both individuals and
businesses seeking access to such opportunities will be drawn to an area. Access to off-highway
trails has demonstrated those benefits in communities throughout the country; notable examples
include Colorado's high passes, the White Rim trail in Utah, the Hatfield-McCoy trails in West
Virginia, and the Ride the Wilds system in northern New Hampshire. The best of these trail
systems offer a variety of experiences from full-size off-road vehicles (e.g. trucks, Jeeps, etc.) to
lightweight, off-road specific motorcycles. Given the increased demand over time for outdoor
opportunities of all types, and the anti-motorized sentiments of many people, building combined
trail systems that provide opportunities for a variety of off-highway recreation offers the best
economic value and the greatest opportunity for the smallest environmental impact. As such, I
believe the most sensible option is to create an ATV trail system that can provide the best
experience possible to the widest range of machine (and user) types possible. Given current
technology, that probably means choosing a "standard" maximum width that will accomodate the
best-possible range of experiences given the resources available. (In many cases, I would expect
that to be 50" to match federal regulations.) Once that size is chosen, the trail system should be
"backboned" to it, with the possibility of some trails that allow for other experiences (e.g. trails
around the edge of a trail system that can handle wider machines, or singletrack trails through the
middle for motorcycles).

If you
ban 2-stoke dirt bikes, you can just get a new turbo charged side by side that has more horse
power than some cars and be within the rules, even if that side by side weighs more and can do
more damage to the land. Dual-sport bikes street legal, generally insured if the rider rides on the
streets, and have to pass a state inspection for safety and having proper emissions equipment. I
have a 250cc dual sport myself, and would like to have an electric one down the road, but if there
isn't a system in place that considers the difference between a 250cc 4-stroke bike and a 2-stroke
race bike then the land owners are in a tough position to regulate this.
