Physical Characteristics

Poor spawning and nursery habitat for cold water
fish species necessitates annually stockings to maintain a
fishery. Brown trout are stocked because they can better
survive under marginal conditions with heavy competition
and hopefully provide some larger, older fish. Recent
stockings of fall yearling brook trout have become very
popular especially to the winter angler. These stockings
resulted from the increased number of brook trout

available due to the modernization of the hatchery system.
The Big Indian Fish and Game Association provides

a good access site with facilities for boat launching and
picnicking along the southeast shore of the pond.
