Beaver Pond is a shallow, silt­
bottomed pond nearly surrounded by a wide
margin of heath. Coldwater gamefish
habitat is severly limited by very acidic
water and high temperatures during the
summer. Several small, spring-fed
trickles entering the pond do not modify
the temperature appreciably.

Baitfish species are abundant in
Beaver Pond.
