Principal fishery: Brook trout

Cunliffe Lake is located approximately three miles west of the
Allagash River. Much of the shore is tree-lined, and there is only
one seasonal camp on the lake's edge.

Cunliffe Lake supports a wild brook trout fishery. Coarse
fishes such as suckers and many minnow species are abundant in
Cunliffe Lake. The,;e species limit brook trout production by
competing for food and space.

Extensive spawning and nursery areas are available to trout
in Chemquasabamticook (Ross) Stream. Cunliffe Lake outlet is a
tributary of this stream. The inlet (Cunliffe Brook) is warm and
sluggish, and does not provide brook trout spawning and nursery
area.

A major gravel log-hauling road crosses Cunliffe Lake's outlet
one-quarter mile below the lake, and side roads provide access to
within 200 yards.
