Surplus Pond is located west of Wyman
Mountain along the Appalachian Trail.
The pond has no major inlet, but an

outlet, Burroughs Brook, flows south
into the West Branch of the Ellis River.

The pond's shoreline is mostly
undeveloped.

Water quality in Surplus Pond is
marginal for coldwater gamefish with an
oxygen deficiency below 10 feet.
However, a native population of brook
trout utilizes the gravel shoreline to
spawn and provides a fishery. Growth is
