Version 10.0.5.3 System Changes August 2011 Mini Patch

Summary of Changes

The following enhancements/updates are included in this patch release:
1. The EDIT procedures were clearing out the “NAICS 07” values that were recently updated with the NAICS 12 Revision patch.  This was a prior requirement (with the NAICS 02 revision) but is no longer the correct procedure, so the edit procedures have been updated to remove the clearing out of this field.
2. Since some extract software has not yet converted to the NAICS 12 codes, the extract load procedures (quarterly, EDI, MWR) have been updated to load the CORRECT NAICS 12 code onto the system if the code being loaded is an old/retired code.  This will also fix the aggregation issues and you may need to roll the aggregates again.
3. Two special procedures will update the NAICS Lookup table and add back in the old codes that are valid for years prior to 2011.  By putting these codes back in, users will be able to edit prior quarters and update the NAICS codes without errors.
4. WIN202 will now check to see if a code is valid for the year being updated.  If it is not valid for that year, the user will not be able to save the change.  All lookups will show only those codes that are available for the year of the record being updated.

· “fix-07.r”:
· This procedure will fix the blank and HEX9 NAICS 07 fields that occurred when Edits were run after the patch.
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
