Version 10.0.5.4 System Changes August 2011 Patch

Summary of Changes

The following enhancements/updates are included in this patch release:
1. BLS has requested one final NAICS patch to correct all blank, “999999”, and “?” NAICS07 fields in any 2011 quarterly record.  The special procedures that must be run for this patch will complete this project.
2. BLS has updated the Short and Long descriptions for several NAICS Codes.  One of the special procedures run for this patch will update these descriptions.
3. A change had been made to the EDI load so that it now behaves more like the other loads (MWR, Quarterly, etc…).  When and EDI load is run, the record being updated will not have 9’s put in the code fields.  For any EDI loaded records that have invalid values in some of the fields, the special procedure (step 8 in the installation notes) will fix these fields. 
4. When extracts are loaded, the load programs will look at the NAICS Code being loaded, if one is on the extract.  If it is an old, pre 2012 code, and is no longer active, an attempt will be made to map the code to the active appropriate code using the crosswalk table.  If no mapping can be found, an error file will be created and will list the accounts that could not be mapped.
Administrative

For the NAICS 07 patch requested by BLS, the first procedure run (step 5 in the installation notes) will create a report listing all possible records that need the NAICS07 field updated.  After running the fix procedure (step 6 in the installation notes), you will run another special procedure (step 7 in the installation notes) that will again create a report listing the records where the NAICS07 field is still “999999” or “?”.   Please note that these values are permissible depending on the value of the NAICS Code for that record.

You should see that the first report is much larger than the 2nd report
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
