A) Main Menu

1) No Changes
B) Data Entry

1) ARCS Data Entry Screen
· Removed the “Response Code” fill-in and replaced it with a “Source” combo-box.
· Automated Response Code selection based on values entered on the screen

· The screen will now update first quarter data with the last available previous quarter data.

· Added the ability to override the automated response code selection. 
Note: when you use the manual coding feature the response code is saved when you press OK on the response code entry screen. If you then press “accept” on the ARCS Data Entry screen you will over write your manual code with the system determined code. Please press cancel or navigate to a new account by entering a new UI/Run number.
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· Quarterly codes should now be saved to the first quarter record when you save them.

· Added Help functionality. The help button should now direct you to the appropriate section of the Win202 website.

2) ARCS Scan Screen

· Scanning a form which is part of the NAICS revision will now generate a message and not update the control-file. NAICS Revision records will need to be processed by hand using the ARCS Data Entry Screen. 

Note: it is recommended to use this screen with the sound turned on to notify you if there is a NAICS revision record scanned.
· Added Help functionality. The help button should now direct you to the appropriate section of the Win202 website. 
C) Main Screen

1) Currently Selected Account Area

· Added a Title Bar to enhance the overall presentation of the screen.

· Master accounts with an EDI reporting subunit will now display as a Yellow Background.

· F5 Search function will no longer move you to the selected account on the search screen if you click the “x” to exit.
2) Account Error Browser 
· Corrected a bug which caused an “unable to perform down 2” error and crashed the Progress session.
3) Predecessor/Successor Screen
· The “Update Actual Relationship” dialog has been modified to correctly assign the source code.
4) Multi Screen

· The Site Change of Ownership screen has been updated to properly assign Predecessors and Successors using the P/S table.

5) ARCS Screen

· See changes above – ARCS Data Entry Screen.

6) Address Screen

· Added new field (PLA Type) in the Physical Address section (PLA Type codes are listed on the MISC Tab of the lookup tables)
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· Automatic tabbing has been added to the screen, this means that most fields will automatically “tab” you into the next field in the tab order.  All fields are set up this way however you will probably only notice this feature when filling in the short or fixed length fields.  The M/O indicator field does not automatically tab to allow the user to use the enter button to save the changes before tabbing to the “Copy Tax to Physical” button.
· In the Mail/Other Address section, when you enter ZZ as the state name you can now enter an alpha numeric zip code. 
7) Mac/MSA Detail Screen 

· Added auto refresh feature that allows the user to refresh the browse manually, or automatically when screen settings change

· Accept button was renamed Refresh button.  It is used to refresh the browse when auto refresh is not enabled
· Reset button was renamed Restore Defaults.  It is used to restore the filter settings to their default values.

· Added Refresh browse indicator to alert the user when the screen parameters do not match the browse data.

· Added data fields to browse so that more micro data is available to the user

· Added Calculate Totals button.  Clicking this button produces a dialog box with the macro totals for all records currently displayed in the browse. 
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· NOTE:  Previously, when the macro cell parameters were changed on either the MSA Detail or the MSA Inquiry screen the changes would be reflected on both screens when switching between the two.  Currently, this does not work.  We are aware of this and are working to resolve the issue.  It would not have been possible to enhance the detail screen without temporarily losing this functionality.  Thank you for your patience.   
8) Mac/CTY Detail Screen

· Added auto refresh feature that allows the user to refresh the browse manually, or automatically when screen settings change

· Accept button was renamed Refresh button.  It is used to refresh the browse when auto refresh is not enabled

· Reset button was renamed Restore Defaults.  It is used to restore the filter settings to their default values.

· Added Refresh browse indicator to alert the user when the screen parameters do not match the browse data.

· Added data fields to browse so that more micro data is available to the user

· Added Calculate Totals button.  Clicking this button produces a dialog box with the macro totals for all records currently displayed in the browse.
