A) Main Menu

1) Main Menu Focus – the initial focus will be on the “Screens” button so an accidental additional return on the login screen will open the Screens instead of launching a web browser.
B) Data Entry

1) ARS Screen
· Create-new control-file bug – You will no longer be prompted to create a new control file when leaving the unum field
· Large UI # Bug – Accounts with UI Account Numbers greater than > 2147483647 will no longer cause the screen to fail

· No 4th Qtr Record Bug – the screen will now generate a 4th qtr record when appropriate.

C) Main Screen

1) ARS Screen
· Create-new control-file bug – You will no longer be prompted to create a new control file when leaving the unum field

· Large UI # Bug – Accounts with UI Account Numbers greater than > 2147483647 will no longer cause the screen to fail

· No 4th Qtr Record Bug – the screen will now generate a 4th qtr record when appropriate
2) F5 Search Screen
· Large UI # Bug – Accounts with UI Account Numbers greater than > 2147483647 will no longer cause the screen to fail
3) Currently Selected Account
· EDI Indicator – changed the EDI indicator logic to more accurately reflect EDI status

D) Quarterly Processing

1) EQUI and Subset
· Corrected a problem with “D” records that would cause a new record to print without beginning a new line on both the EQUI and Subset programs 

2) Edits
· 10 – NAICS Code Check: will now flag if you have a NAICS 02 code in 07/1 and forward record, or if you have a NAICS 07 code in a 06/4 and previous record.

· 17 – NAICS Revision Check: Will now ensure you have a properly matched NAICS 02 and NAICS 07 code on 07/1 records with appropriate CMI and Response codes on the control-file.

· 31-36 – Invalid Emp/Wage Checks: These edits will now flag active accounts with negative employment/wage values as being in error. These values will be assigned to 0 with an “X” indicator.
· 41- Auxiliary Code Check : This edit has been removed
· 120- Non-economic Code Change Check: will now bypass response codes 76 and 77
· 151-164 – Predecessor / Successor Edits – have been disabled until further clarification can be made by BLS. 
However, edit 151 will now delete any Pred/Succ record with related-unum = 0 and will assign related-rnum = 0 in any case were it was a “?”.

3) CCS
· Made changes to the CCS for 2007 NAICS revision.  The following files are output by the CCS:
(a) 2007RevSumFile.txt – 2007 NAICS Revision Summary File - this file summarizes the results of the revision to the thirteen split industries.
(b) 2007RevSumReport.txt - 2007 NAICS Revision Summary report - this report summarizes the results of the revision to the thirteen split industries.
(c) ccs2-1a-rpt.txt - This file was part of the existing CCS.
(d) ccs2-1b-rpt.txt - This file was part of the existing CCS.
(e) ccs2-counts-file.ot - This file was part of the existing CCS.
(f) ccsFile2.txt - 2007 Production CCS - this file will be used as an input into the 2007 processing and will identify differences between the fourth quarter 2006 codes and the 2007 codes excluding those that result from economic code changes as well as unclassified to classified changes.  
(g) ccsRevFile2.txt - 2007 NAICS Revision CCS — this file includes information from 2007/1 only and identifies those records that had split or direct 2002 based NAICS codes which may or may not have resulted in different 2007 based NAICS codes.   County, township, and/or ownership code changes may be included but only if the NAICS code was impacted by the revision.
(h) count2-rpt-file.txt - This file was part of the existing CCS.  
(i) error2-rpt.txt - This file was part of the existing CCS.  
(j) miss2-wg-rpt.txt - This file was part of the existing CCS.  
(k) nocode2-rpt.txt - This file was part of the existing CCS.  
(l) sum2-dif-rpt.txt - 2007 Production SOD — this file  identifies cell differences at the county, ownership, and NAICS level using the old and new county, old and new ownership, and old 2002 NAICS and new 2007 NAICS codes.
(m) zero2-rpt.txt - This file was part of the existing CCS.
