A) Data Entry

1) ARCS Data Entry Screen

· Changes have been made to the ARCS Data Entry Screen to correctly set the status code for newly created 1st quarter records.
2) Multi-Worksite Employment Data

· Keyboard shortcuts for the buttons have been added (Use the ALT key and the letter of the word on the button that is underlined).
· When changing a Subunit already keyed in, the cursor will be positioned on that record
B) Screens:

1) Main Screen

· Create New Quarter Screen (CRTL-Q) - Changes have been made to Create New Quarterly Screen to correctly set the status code for newly created quarterly records
2) Micro / Employment & Wage Screen

· All three Comment Codes have been added to the screen. 
· The Codes viewer at the bottom of the screen will now only display codes for the current quarter. If no current quarter is available, these fields will display a ? or blanks.
3) Micro / Comments Screen

· The Codes viewer at the bottom of the screen will now only display codes for the current quarter. If no current quarter is available, these fields will display a ? or blanks.
4) Micro / Notes Screen

· The Codes viewer at the bottom of the screen will now only display codes for the current quarter. If no current quarter is available, these fields will display a ? or blanks.
5) Micro / Wage Record screen

· The Codes viewer at the bottom of the screen will now only display codes for the current quarter. If no current quarter is available, these fields will display a ? or blanks.
6) Micro / Female Employment & Wage Screen

· The Codes viewer at the bottom of the screen will now only display codes for the current quarter. If no current quarter is available, these fields will display a ? or blanks.
7) Multi Screen

· The locked record bypass is now available when you update the Master record. 
· The browser repositions to the record that was selected for update on return from the employment and wages update box.  (When you double-click the left mouse button to update the subunit record) 

8) Mass Create/Change Screen

· The year/qtr is screened to make sure both are valid and to allow the year to be only one prior or one subsequent to the current year. 

9) Address Screen

· E-mail Address & Website data fields have been added to this screen.

C) Quarterly Processing

1) Load Screens

· Quarterly Load - Changes have been made to correctly set the status code for newly created quarterly records. This change will also automatically set the MSA, WIA, and LMA codes if a valid Residence code (for New England States) or valid County code (non New England) is loaded. A correction was also made to correctly validate Zone codes.
· TRS Load – Changes have been made to the TRS Load screen by adding an option for overwriting FAX Numbers on the admin table with Fax number data from the TRS input file.

· ARCS Load – Changes have been made to the ARCS Load procedure to correctly set the status code for newly created 1st quarter records. This change will also prevent 1st quarter records from being created unless an admin account exist. These records will be sent to a new output file called arcs-noadminMMDD.txt in the Reports directory.  This change will also automatically set the MSA, WIA, and LMA if a valid Residence code (for New England States) or valid County code (non New England) is loaded.
· EDI Load - Changes have been made to the EDI Load procedure to correctly set the status code for newly created quarterly records. This change will also automatically set the MSA, WIA, and LMA if a valid residence code (for New England States) or valid County code (non New England) is loaded.
2) Edit Screen

· System Edits – Changes have been made to Edits 091 & 126 for Month 1 only. This edit will use the following 2 new Parameters along with an additional step (7).  If the edit fails step 6 as well as not passing any of the steps 1 through 5, the record will still fail the edit. If the edit passes step 6, or if there is insufficient data to perform step 6, and has not passed any of the steps 1 through 5, an additional test will be performed. If the edit fails that test, then it fails the edit.

D) Administrative

1) Monitor Screen

· The default sort on the Monitor Screen has been changed to descending order.
· Sort Option name ‘Batch Number’ has been changed to ‘Job Number’.

· Removed the secondary sort option.
· The ‘Run Time’ for an individual Reports was changed to correctly display the times for Reports that span more then twenty-four (24) hours.
· The ability to change the ‘Priority’ of a Report (High, Medium, and Low by Right-Clicking) has been disabled. This function was interfering with the ‘Batch Monitors’ ability to run the Report in some cases.

E) Reports

1) Single Quarter EQUI Changes

· Currently, States include Current Employment Statistics (CES) obtained micro employment data in lieu of questionable or missing Quarterly Contribution Report (QCR), or Multiple Worksite Report (MWR), collected data for some employers either on an ad hoc or regular basis. Under the definition of Confidential Information Protection and Statistical Efficiency Act (CIPSEA), the CES-collected data are not to be used for anything but statistical purposes. As such, States are not to include these employment figures or references to potentially CIPSEA-covered data in data fields provided to users. The first phase is to create a new 1060 Enhanced Quarterly Unemployment Insurance (EQUI) that suppresses CES data. The result is the following new Single Quarter EQUI’s.

F) Miscellaneous

1) Database Maintenance Procedure

· This procedure (table-updte.r) will perform the following functions:

a) Add two (2) new Edit parameters to the Parameter Table.

b) Add two (2) new 1060 EQUI to the Reports Table

c) Change the descriptions in the Reports Table for the 1166, 1060 and 724 EQUI procedures.

d) Change one of the Sector descriptions in the NAICS Sector table from ‘Non-Durable Goods Manufacturing’ to ‘Nondurable Goods Manufacturing’.
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
