A) Main Screen

1) Main Screen

· Changed the MAC/NAICS tab label to MAC/CTY. The MAC/CTY tab has been updated.
· The Create Family button has been enabled.

C) Reports

· Single Quarter EQUI (1060) – The single quarter EQUI for data sharing has been modified so that the master records are included and additional employment and wage information appears in the output. 

· Macro Deliverable File – The Macro Deliverable File no longer accumulates SIC based data. There will now be output produced on a town code level, for those states that use town codes. 
D) New Screen

1) Create a Family Screen

· This screen enables the 202 Analyst to create a new, or add to an existing, multi account from a list of single and subunit accounts.
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Navigate to the account that is the existing master or is to become the new master account.  

Select the [Create Family] button in the top left quadrant of the main window.  This will activate the Create Family Screen.  PLEASE USE [TAB] TO MOVE IN THIS SCREEN.  [ENTER] WILL NOT WORK.  

· The UI number will auto-fill on the screen that is presented.  

· Fill in the “Transfer Start Date” with the date on which you want the transfer of the records to begin in “MM/DD/YYYY” format.  This date will be used to determine the year/quarter at which to begin transferring information, as well as the months of employment and wages that will be moved.

· Fill in the UI/Run of each account that will become a subunit of the receiving account.  As you enter each account, its number will be added to the displayed list.  The cursor will not move into the list, but will continually loop back to the UI number field until you complete the next step.  

· When you are finished adding accounts, select the [Transfer Accounts] button.  Totals for the number of accounts created and the number of accounts closed will be displayed at the end of the process. 

· Select the [OK] button to close the screen.

· Select the [CANCEL] button to exit the screen without transferring the accounts.

The process will issue a message when certain conditions are encountered (e.g. when an account is inactive, not on file, etc.).  Please respond to the message and processing will continue based on your response.
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
