The following changes have been included in this release:
Main Screens
1. On the MAC/MSA screen/tab, the MSA and NAICS descriptions are now displayed:
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2. The Predecessor/Successor Screen now allows you to add a UI/RUN combination more than one time for different yr/qtr combinations:
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Quarterly Processing
1. In the past, Quarterly Loads have been accidentally run using an ADMIN input file.  This causes bad records on the quarterly table where the only recourse was to have the database restored from the previous night’s backup.  A check has been added to the Quarterly Load process that will put an error in the error log if an invalid line is found in the input file instead of trying to load the bad record.
2. There was a problem with the “Load MWR Collected Data File” process if the file being loaded contained a new sub unit record (i.e. RUN <> 0) with no Initial Liability Date but there was no admin record in the database prior to the load.  The load process attempts to create the admin record, assign the Initial Liability Date, and then create the quarterly record.  But if there was no Initial Liability date, an error would occur (** Year is out of range or). (79)) and the quarterly record would never get created.  This issue has been fixed by assigning Initial Liability Date to unknown/blank if it did not exist on the load record.
Reports

1. There was an issue with the Annual “NAICS Publications” process when displaying the ‘msa’ or ‘wia’ in the reports.  If the MSA or WIA was not found in the valid table lookup, the value displayed is supposed to be the appropriate MSA or WIA code from the County-Town (ctytown) table.  Instead, the program was always displaying the LMA code from the County-Town table in those fields.  The program has been fixed to use the appropriate code for the field being displayed.
Administrative

1. The 2013 Control File build program has been included in this release.  
** Before running this build, you MUST have rolled to Quarter 2 for 2012.

** The selection of control file records is dependent on the employment size of the record.  Therefore, you MUST have run the estimate program prior to running the control file build.  
** Do not change your processing schedule or when you run your estimate job, just make sure that you do not run the control file build until after these things have been completed.
To run the build process, use the “Create a Process” button on the Batch Manager Screen with the following options:
