Version 5.1 System Changes for March 21st 2003

A) Data Entry Screens

1) ARCS Data Entry Screen
· A correction was made to the screen eliminating an error message when moving through the SIC field.

· This screen was also changed to populate the LMA, WIA, & MSA fields on the quarterly table based on either the Residence  (New England State) or County  (Non-New England State) Code.

· The LMA, WIA, & MSA codes are also derived from either the Residence Code (New England State) or County Code (Non-New England State).

2) Multi-Data Site Entry Screen

· The screen was changed to prevent data entry to a closed account. If the Master is closed, no access to the subunits is allowed. If the master is active, but one of the subunits is not, no access to the subunit is allowed.

3) New Accounts Data Entry Screen

· Screen was changed to derive the County Code from either the Residence Code for New England States or Zone Code for Non-New England States using Zone Codes.  
· The LMA, WIA, & MSA codes are also derived from either the Residence Code (New England State) or County Code (Non-New England State).
B) Main Screens

1) MicroEmp/Wage Screen

· The screen has been redesigned to view the current quarter codes for an account only if there is a current quarter available. There is also a Note Indicator, which shows if there is a note for any quarter for the account. 
· Browser fields have been expanded for better display of large numbers.
· Emp & Wage Update Screen has also been changed by increasing the display size for Total, Taxable, and Contribution
2) Micro/Codes Screen

· Five new fields have been added:

LMA - Labor Market Area (system maintained)

WIA - Workforce Investment Area (system maintained)

MSA - Metropolitan Statistical Area (system maintained)

Source - Data Source, usually comes from the EDI Load

Agent - Optional field, usually come from the Admin Load)

· The Codes browser has also been expanded to utilize available space.  

· The Codes Update Screen can by accessed by the keyboard by navigating  (Tab or Arrow Key) into the Browser and hitting <Enter>.

· The Codes Update Screen has also been changed with the addition of these new codes and descriptions.  The LMA, WIA, & MSA codes are also derived from either the Residence code (New England States) or County code (Non-New England States). 

3) Micro/Comments Screen

· The screen has been redesigned to view the current quarter codes for an account only if there is a current quarter available. There is also a Note Indicator, which shows if there is a note for any quarter for the account. 

· Addition of two (2) buttons, “Add Comment Code” and “Set Edit Flag” for ADA navigation (Americans with Disabilities Act). Current access is by ‘Right Double Click’ (Add Comment) or ‘Left Double Click’ (Set Edit Flag) with the mouse.

·  Corrected error for ‘Set Edit Flag” option. 

4) Micro/Notes Screen

· The screen has been redesigned to view the current quarter codes for an account only if there is a current quarter available. There is also a Note Indicator, which shows if there is a note for any quarter for the account. 

· The Notes Update Screen can by accessed by the keyboard by navigating  (Tab or Arrow Key) into the Browser and hitting <Enter>.

5) Micro/Wage/Rec Screen

· The screen has been redesigned to view the current quarter codes for an account only if there is a current quarter available. There is also a Note Indicator, which shows if there is a note for any quarter for the account.
· The Wage Browser has been changed to allow update of the Employment & Wage fields.

· The Employment & Wage Update Screen can by accessed by the keyboard by navigating  (Tab or Arrow Key) into the Browser and hitting <Enter>.
· If the Employment or Wages are changed from this screen, the Indicator(s) is assigned a “W”.

6) Micro/Fem/Wage Screen

· The screen has been redesigned to view the current quarter codes for an account only if there is a current quarter available. There is also a Note Indicator, which shows if there is a note for any quarter for the account.
· Browser fields have been expanded for better display of large numbers.
7) Multi Screen

· Total Wage Indicator has been added to Screen.  Browser has also been extended to utilize the available space.  

· The Mass Create/Change Screen has been corrected to not advance the Maximum Run number when the ‘Cancel’ button is selected. 

· The Physical address on the Mass Create/Change Screen is checked using the same criteria as the Physical Address on the Address Screen and Admin Edits.

· The Site Change of Ownership Screen has been changed to only send a message if the master is inactive.  The change will be processed.

8) ARCS Screen

· Same Change as listed under ARCS Data Entry Screen

9) Admin Screen

· Removed button for ‘Include on Subset’ until more information is available to proceed. Also when entering Character data, all data entered will be capitalized upon leaving the data field. 
· Removed the Source and Agent fields. They are now quarterly fields viewed from the Codes Screen.
C) Quarterly Processing

1) Load Screen

· Admin Load was modified to load the Source & Agent codes to the current quarterly record.

· Quarterly Load was modified to prevent the loading of future data that is 2 years beyond the current quarter. 

· EDI Load Changes: Load checks and sets Max Run field as needed; If new Subunit is created, the Tax Rate and Type Coverage of the current quarter master is used; Change was made to handle the Source code being moved to the Quarterly Table.

2) Edit Screen

· Quarterly Edits: The Following test has been added for the Source Code to the quarterly edit: If the account is a Master and the Source Code is either a ‘E’ or a ‘C’, then the Source Code is assigned to a blank. 

· Edit 16 & 133 were updated per BLS specifications.

· CCS Edit 16 was also updated per BLS Specifications.

3) EQUI Screen

· Changes were made to the EQUI to accommodate the migration of the Agent & Source Codes from the Admin table to the Quarterly table.

· The full EQUI has been modified to incorporate prior years ARS response codes and refile year information into the output files.

· For Subunit records with Response codes 46, 50, & 70, the search order for old codes has been changed from Prior>Master>Pred to Prior>Pred>Master.

· If the CMI indicator is a ‘?’ then a value of ‘00’ is used for output. 

4) ARCS (CCS) Screen

· The heading in the output file, sum2-diff-rpt.txt had the years for the different quarters reversed. (Ex.‘FOR 4TH QARTER 2000 AND 1ST QUARTER 2001 – Maine’) Before the correction, 2001 was listed with 4th quarter in the heading.

· CCSfile.txt was changed to correctly show a single digit fips codes as two digits with zero as the first number. (Ex. ‘09’)

D) Lookup Screens 

1) Ctytwn Screen

· The Ctytwn table has been updated with each states portion of the table. (Thanks everyone)

· The Ctytwn Update Screen has been changed to allow update for any LMA, WIA, or MSA code. The LMA, WIA, or MSA code must be in its respective table before entering in the Ctytwn table. When a code is changed in the Ctytwn table, a message box will appear reminding the System User to run the msa-updte.r procedure via ‘Create Process’ to update the quarterly table.

2) LMA Screen

· The LMA Update Screen has been changed to allow update for any LMA code.

3) WIA Screen

· The WIA Update Screen has been changed to allow update for any WIA code.

4) MSA Screen

· The MSA Update Screen has been changed to allow update for any MSA code.

5) Zip Code Screen

· Zip Code table has been updated with the latest available zip codes.

E) Administrative Screen

1) Maintenance/Quarters Screen

· Procedure that rolls the system to the next quarter (Move Quarters/Create New Current button) has been changed to accommodate the migration of the Source Code from the Admin table to the Quarterly table.

· LMA, WIA, & MSA along with the Source code fields are moved to the next quarter in the same manner as other fields with exception to the Source code. If the current quarter Source code is ‘S’, ‘Q’, or ‘M’ the new quarter is assigned a blank. If the current quarterly Source code is ‘E’ the new quarter is assigned ‘E’. If the currently quarter Source is ‘C’ the new quarter is assigned ‘E’

F) Reports Screen

1) Reports Parm

· Report Parm   8 - Description has been changed to ‘Suppress Wages Only (0 = No; 1 = Yes).

· Report Parm   9 - This parameter will control how much of the Status Log to save when dumping the table for re-load.  (0 = 6 Months; 1 = 1 year; 2 = 2 years; 3 = 3 years; 4 = All) For options 0 – 3, an output file will be generated containing all data not saved for reloading. Default is 0;

· Report Parm 10 – 14 will be used by the Revised Quarterly and Annual NAICS Listings. By setting these parameters, the individual state can control which outputs will be produced.
