Version 10.0.6.2 Installation Instructions October 2012 Patch

Summary of Changes

1. NAICS 07 Editing has been removed for 2012/3 and beyond

2. The ARS forms will now display AME values from the prior quarter

3. A Batch Manager Purge option has been created for when the Batch Manager entries reach the limit of 9999

4. A subset EQUI can NOT be run for a particular quarter if a FULL EQUI has not already been run.

Quarterly Processing

NAICS 07 Editing has been removed for 2012/3 and beyond

· States are no long required to populate the NAICS07 field.  Also, this field will no longer be edited at BLS beginning in 2012/Q1.  

· Therefore, WIN202 will not edit this field for 2012/Q1 and beyond, but editing will still occur for any prior quarter as is being done prior to this change.  

· This field will no longer be available for update for any 2012 (and beyond) quarterly record, but will remain updateable for a 2011 quarterly record.

A Subset EQUI for a particular quarter can NOT be run if a Full EQUI has not already been run for that quarter.

· If a user tries to submit a Subset EQUI for a particular yr/qtr without first running a Full EQUI for that yr/qtr, they will get a message:
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· This will prevent accidentally running a subset EQUI which flips all the “include on EQUI” flags to NO.
Reports

The ARS forms will now display AME values from the prior quarter

· Due to the earlier run of the Control File and the forms, the AME that was displayed on the most recent forms run was a ‘0’ for most states.  

· Moving forward, the forms will display the AME from the prior quarter on the forms, regardless of any AME values for the current quarter.

Miscellaneous

A Batch Manager Purge option has been created for when the Batch Manager entries reach the limit of 9999

· A few states have either reached the Batch ID limit of 9999 or are coming close.  Without this fix, once the limit is reached, no further processes can be submitted that run through the Batch Manager.

· With this fix, the user can now purge the oldest Batch Manager processes.  This purge can be found on the Administrative -> Maintenance -> Database screen:
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The system fill find the oldest (by Create Date/Time) process and will fill in that value for you (in the example above, “5001” is the oldest process record).  The user will indicate the upper limit (i.e. the highest Batch ID to delete).   

· After pressing the “Submit Job” button, the process will do two things:

· Create a .csv file in the ‘reports’ folder with the details of the process records that are being removed;

· Remove the process records from the batch manager.

· The Batch Manager is now sorted, by default, by the Create Date/Time in descending order.  This will allow a record with the Batch ID of 1 created today to be at the top, listed above a record with the Batch ID of 9999 created yesterday.
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
