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WIN-202 System

Version 6 – September 2003 Release

A) Data Entry Screens

1) ARCS Data Entry and ARCS Scan Screens

· Response code 43 is no longer accepted as a valid response code.
· Changed CMI assignments based on the input CMI and the known CMI.  
2) Multi Worksite Employment Data and Master Employment Data Entry Screens

· A warning message will now appear when Employment greater than 75,000 is entered or Total Wages greater than 500,000,000 is entered.

3) Subset EQUI Screen

· The Subset EQUI Data Entry Screen is used to create a subset of records, online, to be included for a Subset EQUI file. Enter the Year, Quarter, UI, and RUN Numbers from the screen and the record will be ‘marked’ for inclusion. When you enter a Master account UI/Run, a message warns that all sub-units for the family will be marked, and gives the option to cancel.

B) Screens:

1) Main Screen

· Links to the individual tabs have been reinstated with exception of the SIC, NAICS/Macro, and MSA Macro. 

2) Deleting Records (CTL-D Process)

· CTL-D process for deleting records from the System has changed. Accounts are no longer deleted. When a State analyst attempts to delete a record, the Reactivation Date is blanked out, and the Ending Liability Date is assigned the value of the Beginning Liability Date closing the account for ALL quarters.

3) Micro Employment & Wage Screen Update Screen

· This Screen can be access via the Micro Emp/Wage, Micro Wage/Rec, Micro Fem/Wage, Multi Screen, Mac/NAICS Mac/MSA Screens, and CES Screens. A warning message will now appear when Employment greater than 75,000 is entered or Total Wages greater than 500,000,000 is entered.

4) Micro Codes Screen

· New data elements have been added to the Screen:

a) Subset Indicator – Used to mark an account to be included for the Subset EQUI. Accounts can be set via the new Subset Data Entry Screen or through the Codes Update Screen. 
b) Place Code (formerly City Code) – Five digit code assigned on Census supplied boundary tables and latitude and longitude. Note: Not all records that are assigned latitude and longitude values will also be assigned placed codes. Place codes will only be assigned for selected class codes, as defined in the NIST website. For more details on the place codes, refer to the following website: http://www.itl.nist.gov/fipspubs/55new/nav-top-fr.htm.
c) Class Code (formerly City ID) - Identifier that explains the Place code field. If no place code is assigned, then no class code will be assigned either.
d) Census ID – Census block based on the physical location address. BLS uses the automatic assignment of Census block found in the GeoStan software.
e) Census Tract – BLS-supplied from GeoStan software.
5) Micro Code Update Screen

· New Subset EQUI Indicator has been added to screen. Used to mark an account to be included for the Subset EQUI. Accounts can also set via the new Subset Data Entry Screen.

6) Multi Tab

· The old MWR/UCFE Forms Button has been removed from the Screen.

· The MWR/UCFE procedure was changed in the following manner:

a) If Street Address Line 1 and City are blank on the Physical Location Address block of the worksite MEEI 3, 5) record, print  ‘*** Address Unknown -- Please Provide ***’
b) If the County Code is greater than 900 for the worksite record (MEEI 3, 5), print the following in the first position of the Street Address line of the worksite box on the MWR and RFEW form.
For County Code 995 print ‘MANY LOCATIONS OR STATEWIDE’
For County Code 996 print ‘PHYSICAL LOCATION(S) OUTSIDE OF U.S’.
For County Code 998 print ‘PHYSICAL LOCATION(S) OUTSIDE OF STATE’.
For County Code 999 print ‘ADDRESS UNKNOWN’.

7) Address Tab

· Fax Phone Number has been moved from the Admin Screen to the Address Screen.

8) Admin Tab

· Fax Phone Number has been moved from the Admin Screen to the Address Screen.

· Print MWR/UCFE form indicator values have changed. New values are:

Y = yes, the MWR/UCFE Form is mailed each quarter.

N = No, the MWR/UCFE form is never mailed.

1 = the MWR/UCFE form is mailed in first quarter only.

2 = the MWR/UCFE form is mailed in second quarter only.

3 = the MWR/UCFE form is mailed in third quarter only.

4 = the MWR/UCFE form is mailed in fourth quarter only.

9) MSA Macro Screens

· MSA Macro Detail Screen: Works just like the NAICS Macro Detail Screen except data is aggregated by MSA, by Ownership, and by NAICS codes.

· MSA Macro Inquiry Screen: Work just like the NAICS Macro Inquiry Screen except data is aggregated by MSA, by Ownership, and by NACIS codes.

The following Sector Level Codes are aggregated together: 

Manufacturing                                Sector Levels (31-33)

Retail Trade                                    Sector Levels (44-45)

Transportation and Warehousing   Sector Levels (48-49)

10) Wage Record Predecessor/Successor and the Admin Geo-coded Information Screens

· These new Screens will be released as an update in the near future.

C) Quarterly Processing

1) Quarterly Processing Screens

· Navigation of the Quarterly Process Screens has been improved with the addition and/or correction of Keyboard short cut commands.

2) Load Screen

· Geo Data Load  – The Geo Data load file format was changed per BLS specifications. See Appendix A for file format.

· WR Pred/Succ – This option will load Wage Records with Predecessor / Successor information. See Appendix B for file format.

3) Edit Screen

· MSA Macro Roll – This procedure is run anytime the Full Integrated or Partial Edits (when checked) are selected. The MSA Macro roll operates like the NAICS and SIC Macro rolls.

· System Edits – The Admin, Quarterly, and Multi System Edits have been updated per BLS specifications using three (3) new parameters.  Please see Appendix F of new ES-202 Operating Manual for detailed information.

Note: The revised Predecessor Successor Edit will be released as an update in the near future.

New parameters are:

a) 097 - PLA ADDRESS CUTOFF

b) 098 - ECONOMIC CODE CHANGE LARGE EMPLOYMENT

c) 099 - LARGE PHYSICAL LOCATION ADDRESS AME

The edits affected are:

a) 045 Federal Employer Identification Number Check – EIN Numbers with “69” in the first two positions are now valid.

b) 025/ Status Code Check – Change was made for when the Beginning, Ending, and Reactivation Dates are all the same, the Status code = 1.

c) 070/Address Edits - Changes were made to remove edit flag 101 from the mailing/other address tests; A condition to flag this edit if there is at least one usable address but the physical location address (PLA) is not usable and is on a large record; A new large record parameter (097) for the PLA edit condition.

d) 112/Fax Number Check – System will blank out the Fax Number if the number is invalid, non-numeric, etc.

e)  114/Physical Address Format Check – Increasing consistency between TRS PLA requirements Geocoding PLA requirements, and alternate address copy to PLA features.

f) 096/139/Large New Record Check – Correction to the parameter used in the test

g) 097/140/Large Discontinued Record Check – A correction to the parameter used in the test

h) 120/Non-Economic Code Change Check – Changes include: New parameter (098); Use of ECCI Codes; Use of Comment code 82 to go along with how response codes are reassigned; Removal of the first quarter bypass; Corrected the direction from > to < of the bypass parameters.

i) 185/Master/Worksite Indian Tribal Check – New edit.

4) Macro Screen

· When starting a Single Quarter or ‘All Unlocked Quarters’ Macro roll, a third job has been added to aggregated MSA Macro Data. If a State wishes to run the MSA Macro Roll for several quarters to get started, it is highly recommended that the State run this at night or over a weekend. Otherwise this operates like the NAICS and SIC Macro rolls.

5) EQUI Screen

· New Subset EQUI Screen – From this screen, the Analyst can choose to load an Input File (current method), run online using “marked” records, or for both.  When using the ‘Online’ method, the indicators for marking the accounts are reset and an output file containing the UI, RUN, Year, Quarter, and Subset Indicator is created (equisub-incl-indYYMMDD.ot). The ‘marked’ records can also be viewed in a listing prior to running the Subset EQUI from the Reports Menu (Subset EQUI Listing). The output file is called subset-equi-listing-MMDDYYYY.txt. The Subset EQUI output file has been revised per BLS Specifications and is now a length of 1166 positions.  See Appendix K of the new ES-202 Operating Manual for complete format.

· Full EQUI Screen – Screen works the same. The EQUI program has been revised per BLS specifications and is now a length of 1166. See Appendix K of the new ES-202 Operating Manual for complete format.

D) Administrative

1) State info Screen

· TRS indicator has been removed from the Screen.

E) Reports:

· CES Reports – The CES reports have been converted from SIC to NAICS.

· Quarterly & Annual NAICS Listings (Almis file) – Our definitions for the “Firms” and “Establishments” positions in the Almis output file were reversed. Within the program, they have been switched.

· Single Quarter & Single Quarter Open/Closed EQUI - EQUI program has been revised per BLS specifications and is now a length of 1060. Please see Appendix K of the new ES-202 Manual for complete format (up to position 1060).

· Subset EQUI Listing - containing the UI, RUN, Year, Quarter, and Subset Indicator is created (equisub-incl-indYYMMDD.ot). The ‘marked’ records can also be viewed in a listing prior to running the Subset EQUI from the Reports Menu (Subset EQUI Listing). The output file is called subset-equi-listing-MMDDYYYY.txt

· Control File Build (CFB) Program for Fiscal Year 2004 –

a)
 cfb2004-trs.txt
This file contains single accounts that are TRS eligible.  This file will be sent to BLS to create a TRS-Respondent file to be used with the TRS Load.

b)
 cfb-invalidcty.txt

This file contains accounts information with invalid County codes for the current quarter.

c)
 cfb2004-ars-total.txt

A summary information report for review by the State and Regional office.  This report is a tool that will help States understand the contents of the control file for a given year so they can avoid any problems when building it.  Also included is the following information:




1. Counts of masters, singles, and subunits (separately) for each EIN pair (e.g., 33, 34, ….66) and




    totals



2. Counts of masters, singles, and subunits with zero or invalid EINs.  This count should also show 



    which position of the UI Account Number field was used to select the records.




3. Counts of masters, singles, and subunits by size with totals




4. Counts of TRS eligible




5. Counts of Carryover records

d)
trs-listing.txt

The output is called trs-listing.txt and contains a count of individual CMI (Collection Mode Indicators) for Non-respondents. This listing can also be run from the Reports Menu, Control File Listing for Non-Respondents.

e)
cfb-ein.txt

The output file is called cfb-ein.txt and contains the UI and RUN numbers for accounts that are 

automatically assigned a Response Code of 41 based on the EIN Number (Supplied by BLS) 

· Control File Listing for Non-Respondents - The 'Control File Listing for Non-Respondents’ will be used by the CFBFY2004 or On-Demand via the Reports Menu. The output is called trs-listing.txt and contains a count of individual CMI (Collection Mode Indicators) for Non-respondents

· ARS (VS) Form – Variable Text in Item 13 for TRS eligible accounts to read as follows:

· Minimal & Scoring Edit Listings – The Error Code ABC List has been updated per BLS specifications.

· Code Validation Listing – This new report will list all accounts with unknown or invalid values on the NAICS reports. Running this program before your NAICS publications will allow you to identify and clean any final problem data before running the NAICS reports.

· 46F Procedure – The 46f procedure has been altered per BLS specifications to output aggregated data to the 6-digit NAICS code in lieu of 3-digits NAICS codes with trailing blanks. This does not change the current file format.
