STREET SWEEPER/VACUUM TRUCK

The Department reserves the right, at any time of delivery, to inspect the machine and
reject because of condition. In the case of repetitive breakdowns, the vendor will have the
option to replace the machine with another unit or the lease on that unit.

Street Sweepers will be measured per machine by the month. The first service call per
sweeper/vacuum truck is included and will be considered incidental to the street
sweepers. Scheduled maintenance and repairs will be considered incidental to the street
sweepers. In the event that a machine is returned early or extended the adjusted price will
be the unit price given in the Schedule of Items cal culated monthly or weekly on the basis
of afour week month.

Street Sweepers will be paid for at the contract unit price each which price shall be full
compensation for al labor, equipment, material and incidentals necessary to perform the
work in accordance with these specifications.

;I'he Department will pay for ExtraWork such as damage repair or additional service calls

by written Contract Modification in accordance with Section 109.7 Equitable
Adjustments to Compensation and 109.8 Contract Modification.
