PROJECT NAME:  Congress Avenue & State Road - Roundabout  
 
LOCATION:  Congress Avenue/State Road, Bath, Maine 
 
OPTIONAL PRE-BID MEETING: Monday, May 17, 2010 at 9:00 AM at City Hall, 55 Front 
Street, Bath, Maine 04530 
 
OUTLINE OF WORK: The project includes the following major items. 
 

1. Reconstruct intersection from a conventional three leg intersection to roundabout. 
2. Storm Drainage Improvements; Approximately 1,000 linear feet of 6” to 15” underdrain 

and stormdrain pipe and approximately 11 catchbasins.

Consulting Engineers, 15 Shaker Road, Gray, ME.  Bidding Documents will be available for 
purchase at the Pre-bid meeting for $100 for each set.  Additional copies of the Bidding 
Documents will be available from the offices of Gorrill-Palmer Consulting Engineers, after the 
pre-bid meeting upon payment of $100.00 for each set.  Such payment will not be refunded.  
Partial Sets will not be issued.  Bidders requesting that the Bidding Documents be mailed shall 
include an additional non-refundable $15 for each set for shipping and handling.  
  
 
Each Bid must be made upon blank forms provided and must be accompanied by a bid bond at 5% of the bid amount or an 
official bank check, cashier’s check, certified check, certificate of deposit, or United States postal money order payable to City of 
Bath as a Bid guarantee. A Contract Performance Surety Bond and a Contract Payment Surety Bond, each in the amount of 100 
percent of the Contract price, will be required of the successful Bidder. 
 
This Contract is subject to all applicable Federal Laws.  This contract is subject to compliance with the Disadvantaged Business 
Enterprise program requirements as set forth by the Maine Department of Transportation.
