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Proposed Amendment to LD 134

An Act To Encourage the Use of Solar Energy

Submitted by the Maine Public Utilities Commission 
Create a new Section 1 that reads as follows:
Sec. 1. 35-A MRSA §3211-C, sub-§2, paragraph A, as reallocated by RR 2005, c. 1, § 17, as amended to read:

A.  A solar photovoltaic system qualifies for a rebate at levels set by the commission.   In setting the rebate levels under this subsection, the commission may consider market demand for products and program implementation experience.

For a system installed on or after January 1, 2007, the system is installed by a master electrician who has been certified by a North American board of certified energy practitioners or by a master electrician working in conjunction with a person who has been certified by a North American board of certified energy practitioners.
Renumber Sections 1 and 2 of the bill.
SUMMARY

This amendment would accomplish two things.  First, it would give the Commission discretion to set rebate levels for solar photovoltaic systems.  Second, it would remove outdated language in existing law.
