If the requested community is the same exact geographic area that has previously been determined to be a well-defined local community by the Bureau or the NCUA, then it is not necessary to provide a detailed explanation or demonstrate that the requested area is a well-defined local community.
If the credit union is proposing to convert to a community credit union or expand its existing community field of membership, the credit union must submit a detailed and practical business plan and a marketing plan for at least the next two years. Your attention is directed to 12 CFR Part 701, Appendix B, Chapter 2, V(A)(4). Additionally, if the credit union is proposing to convert to a community credit union and to retain in its field of membership one or more groups that are currently in its field of membership, you must describe the credit union’s marketing plans to minimize the potential alienation of existing members. Your attention is also directed to Item 5 below.
