Action on Minutes of May 9, 2014 Meeting:  A motion was made by Dr. Nadeau seconded by 
Dr. Littlefield to accept the minutes as amended.
The motion passed unanimously.   5-0

Review future revisions of Maine Optometry Laws:  Judith Peters, A.A.G. drafted revisions to the organization of the statute of the Maine Optometry Law.   Board members will review the current statute and then review the suggested re-ordering of the statute, for the next board meeting. Tabled to November 7, 2014. 

NEW BUSINESS:

E-mail from Dr. Nadeau on LD 727, Identification: Dr. Nadeau questioned the Board if the Board needs to inform all licensed Optometrist about the LD 727 law.  The Board discussed and agreed to make LD 727 available to Optometrists on the board’s website and send by email in a newsletter. 


Email from Dr. Paradis, O.D.: The Board reviewed an email dated June 11, 2014 from Dr. Paradis requesting answers to three questions.

A motion was made by Dr. Ebersole seconded by Dr. Cote to send a letter to Dr. Paradis informing him that the standard of practice requires that all optometrists perform a full examination prior to issuing any prescriptions. Dr. Ebersole and Judith Peters, AAG will draft the letter.

The motion passed unanimously . 5-0





OTHER BUSINESS:

Complaint 2014-OPT-10059:  The Board members voted to dismiss the complaint because the error alleged did not rise to a level of a violation of the Maine Optometry Laws or Rules.  However, the Board voted to issue a letter of guidance to the licensee addressing the area of concern of the Board.  The letter of guidance will be placed in the licensees’ file for a period of 10 years from the date of letter. 

A motion was made by Normand LaPlante seconded by Dr. Cote to issue a letter of guidance to the licensee.  Judith Peters, AAG to draft letter.

The motion passed (4) four in favor (1) one recused (Dr. Littlefield).

SECRETARY’S REPORT:   Fortis scanning project.  OE tracking fee has been paid for all Optometrists.   

Secretary asked to permanently work a four-day week. A motion was made by Dr. Ebersole seconded by Dr. Nadeau to give Secretary permission to continue to work a four-day week.
