STATE OF MAINE

The State Board of Education held a regular monthly meeting on June 15, 2016 at the
Cross State Office Building, Augusta, Maine. The following members were present:
Chair Martha Harris; Vice Chair Peter Geiger; John Bird; Nichi Farnham; Wilson Hess;
Jana Lapoint; Heidi Sampson; Jane Sexton; Noa Sreden; and Elise McKendry.

CALLED TO ORDER:

Chair Martha Harris called the meeting to order at 1:00 PM.

VISION STATEMENT:

Read by student member, Noa Sreden: The Vision of the State Board is to ensure
Maine public school students graduate with the skills, knowledge, and principles to be
responsible American citizens; self-directed and dedicated to making contributions to
society by pursuing further education and employment.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

MOVED by John Bird, seconded by Nichi Farnham, and unanimously voted by those
present to approve the May 11, 2016 minutes as written.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Construction Committee (Peter Geiger):
The Construction Committee met on June 3, 2016 as scheduled.

The Committee discussed the Federal Qualified Zone Academy Bond Program (QZAB)
Awards — Interest free bonds to schools with at least 35% free and reduced lunch
population. Three school units met the qualifications and two will receive bonds.

Revolving Funds — A new cycle opens on July 1, 2016 and awards are made February
1, 2017. Funds are for health and safety and building system improvement projects in
the school.

The Committee met Valerie Chang who recently joined the construction staff. Valerie is
an architect by trade and previously worked for the Bureau of General Service (BGS).



She is a great addition.

Scott and his team will be looking at moveable equipment guidelines. They are
reviewing other states and will be making suggestions. Currently, nine percent of a
project establishes the budget for moveable equipment. They are looking at what might
count as moveable and come back to the Committee.

The next Construction Committee meeting is scheduled for Friday, July 3, 2016. The
meeting will be held in room 500 of the Cross State Office Building. The approved
minutes will be posted on the State Board website.

NEW BUSINESS:

FEDERAL QUALIFIED ZONE ACADEMY BOND PROGRAM

STATEMENT OF FACT: The Department of Education coordinates the Federal
Qualified Zone Academy Bond (QZAB) program. QZABs are bonds issued by state or
local governments which the Federal government subsidizes by providing tax credits to
bondholders. Maine has QZAB allocations from 2015 and 2016 totaling $2,898,000
available for distribution to school units.




Three school administrative units submitted QZAB applications to the Department
requesting bonding authority and the Department has completed its review of the
applications. The applicants certified that they will meet the Federal requirements of
the QZAB program including having a 35% free and reduced lunch rate at the school,
receiving a private contribution worth 10% of the bond proceeds, and using bond
proceeds for rehabilitation or repair of school buildings, purchasing equipment,
developing course materials, and/or training teachers and other school personnel. The
applications were reviewed and prioritized based on previous issuance of QZABs by the
school unit, financial and demonstrated need for the proposed use of funds, and the
proposal’s impact on students.

CONSTRUCTION COMMITTEE’S RECOMMENDATION: The Construction Committee
considered this exhibit at its June 3, 2016 meeting and voted to recommend that the
State Board of Education approve the QZAB applications for projects in RSU 41 /MSAD
41 and RSU 13 and authorize issuance of QZABs for up to the amounts shown on the
accompanying list “2016 QZAB Recommended Approvals.”

COMMISSIONER’S RECOMMENDATION: The Commissioner recommends that the
State Board of Education approve the QZAB applications for projects in RSU 41/MSAD
41 and RSU 13 and authorize issuance of QZABs for up to the amounts shown on the
accompanying list “2016 QZAB Recommended Approvals.” The total QZAB
authorization amount is $2,898,000.
