Voter Registration Card Distribution Policy

The first step to becoming registered to vote is completing a voter registration card.  Citizens who are not yet registered may visit their municipal registrar's office to complete a registration card.  In addition, many candidates, political organizations, civic organizations and others conduct voter registration drives.  To facilitate these activities, to assure even distribution of voter registration cards, and to avoid having unused registration cards remaining in circulation after new versions are created, the Secretary of State has established the following policy regarding the distribution of voter registration cards:

· All requests for voter registration cards must be made by completing the VRC Request Form. 

· In advance of each election, Statewide candidates and qualified parties may request up to 2,000 cards per week, up to a total of 10,000 cards.

· In advance of each election, all other candidates, individuals and groups may request up to 1,000 cards per week, up to a total of 5,000 cards.

· Anyone interested may use the current electronic version of the Voter Registration Card to print additional cards.  This electronic version is in a print-ready Adobe PDF format and contains both the front and the back of the card.

Voter registration cards completed at voter registration drives should be bundled and delivered to the appropriate municipal registrars as soon possible after they are completed.  Alternatively, completed cards may be bundled and supplied to the Secretary of State prior to the close of business on the 30th day preceding the election and the Secretary of State will distribute the cards to the appropriate municipalities.  In either case, bundles should clearly indicate that the cards were collected as part of a voter registration drive, and the contact information for the group or individuals conducting the drive should be included.
