FEES FOR TESTING WEIGHING AND MEASURING DEVICES

SUMMARY: This chapter establishes fees of the State Sealer and the Sealers of Weights & Measures to be paid by the person for whom service is rendered.

Scale capacity of 110,000 pounds or over, $125.00.

B.
Scale capacity of 10,000 pounds to 109,999 pounds, $85.00.

C.
Scale capacity of 5,000 to 9,999 pounds, $55.00.

D.
Scale capacity of 1,500 pounds to 4,999 pounds, $35.00.

E.
Scale capacity of 500 pounds to 1,499 pounds, $10.00. Adjusting scales of 500 pounds and over, $30.00 per hour.

F.
All other scales, $5.00.

G.
Hopper Batching Scales, $85.00. Adjusting Hopper Batching Scales, $30.00, per hour.

H.
Monorail scales, $25.00. Adjusting monorail scales, $30.00, per hour.

I.
Taximeters, $20.00.

J.
Petroleum Motor Fuel Retail meters, $8.00. Adjusting Petroleum Motor Fuel Retail Meters, $5.00.

K.
Retail Vehicle Meters, $35.00. Adjusting Retail Vehicle Meters, $15.00.

L.
Wholesale meters, $40.00. Adjusting Wholesale meters, $20.00.

M.
LPG Meters, $40.00. Adjusting LPG meters, $20.00.

N.
Linear Measuring devices, $5.00.

O.
Calibrating Farm Milk Tanks, $20.00.

P.
Calibrating Vehicle tanks, $40.00 for the first 100 gallons, $1.00 for each additional 100 gallons or fractional part thereof and $5.00 for each capacity indicator.

Q.
Testing Railroad Track scales not using State of Maine owned standards, $25.00.

R.
Scales of 10,000 pounds and over shall be charged $50.00 per hour after the first four hours for each State of Maine testing unit used.

S.
Weighing and Measuring devices tested in the laboratory shall be charged $40.00 per hour to the Division of Regulations.

T.
Coin operated timing devices, $5.00. Car wash, parking meters (and laundries, vacuum and air dispensers.

Retort thermometers, $15.00.
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
