Chapter 10:
LICENSURE REQUIREMENTS FOR DENTAL RADIOGRAPHERS

Summary: This rule establishes the qualifications for licensure as a dental radiographer in the State of Maine.

To qualify for a license to practice dental radiography, an applicant shall meet the following requirements:

1.
Be at least 18 years of age;

2. Have a high school diploma or its equivalent;

3. Have successfully passed a test in dental radiologic technique and safety approved by the Board;

4. Have successfully completed with a passing grade of 85 pecent, the jurisprudence examination given by the Board;

5.
Obtain a radiography license within the five (5) years immediately following completion of the radiologic exam. After the five-year period has elapsed, if the candidate has not been issued a license, a new radiologic exam must be successfully completed.

Be currently certified in CPR.
7.
Interview for License Reinstatement

The Board may at its discretion require an interview with an applicant for reinstatement of a license to practice dental radiography if it has been two (2) years or more since the lapse of the applicant’s license.

8.
Requirements for Licensure When Re-Entering the Profession of Dental Radiography

If an applicant has not been in active practice within the preceding five years, he/she must meet all of the requirements of paragraphs 1-7 above.
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
