Chapter 19:
VAPOR REMOVAL FROM COOKING EQUIPMENT

SUMMARY: This rule provides minimum fire safety requirements (preventative and operative) related to the design, installation, operation, inspection, and maintenance of public and private cooking operations.

Notwithstanding sections 1.1.1 and 1.1.2 of NFPA 96, residential occupancies that are fully sprinklered and have 6 or fewer beds may use a residential hood and factory-installed suppression system within the hood.

Notwithstanding sections 1.1.1 and 1.1.2 of NFPA 96, daycare centers that are fully spinklered and accommodate 20 or fewer children may use a residential hood and factory-installed suppression system within the hood.
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
